I don't recognize the identity of p icture #1, but I do know 
that #2 is the organ at the George Eastman House, which 
I have played on a number of occasions.  It has been in 
very bad shape for many years, but there is a group of 
dedicated volunteers who are now working on it 
regularly.  Much of the original is totally missing, but 
these folks, at the very least, are trying to restore the 
wiring and make some of the ranks work again.   It's a 
long-term job and requires a lot of money!!!   The Eastman 
House Council has done some fund-raising with their 
annual Holiday Wreath and Gingerbread House sales.

Thank you, Margaret-Anne! It is indeed the console of the Aeolian at the George Eastman 

House museum. I’ve always loved the wrap-around feel of the rocker tabs at either side, 

rather than the more vertical layout of the usual drawknob setups. 

More information about the organ requires some detective work – perhaps spending quality 

time with your favorite search engine? The museum does not seem to focus on the organ as 

an attraction – even when I played for the December Musicale, I could get no technical 

information and was asked to ‚keep it down‛ for the tourguides. (With the Musicale being a 

monthly tradition established by Mr. Eastman, methinks the tourguides should have kept it 

down for the organ … )
